« Providers can prescribe any of the
FDA approved medications

» No copay

Notes for Provider

« Medications include:

- Nicotine patch, nicotine gum,
nicotine lozenge, Nicotrol®
NS (nicotine nasal spray), and
Nicotrol® Inhaler (nicotine
inhalation system).

- ZYBAN® (bupropion hydrochloride
SR) and Chantix® (varenicline)

Treatment Plan

e« Recommend a combination of
counseling and medication

« Providers are encouraged to make
shared decisions with their patients

» The following qualified providers
may bill directly for cessation
services: Physicians, osteopaths,
nurse practitioners, registered nurses
and certified nurse midwives may
bill directly for cessation counseling
services. Other providers may
deliver counseling services as long

as a qualified provider orders and
supervises the counseling

» Dx for treatment needs to be Z72.0
(tobacco use disorder)
